Annoyed	annoying
Interested	interesting
disappointed	disappointing
We use –ed adjectives to describe someone’s feeling.
Example: The film was long, and I was bored.
We use –ing adjectives to describe things or people (that cause the feelings)
Example: The film was long ,and boring.
