- Công thức
	If clause
	Main clause

	If + S + Were/ weren’t
	S + Would/could/… + V_inf

Ex: If he refused, I would be very happy. 
Lưu ý:
Trong câu điều kiện loại 2, động từ của mệnh đề if chia ở [bàng thái cách] (past subjunctive). Động từ của mệnh đề chính chia ở tương lai trong quá khứ(Future in the past).
· Bàng thái cách (Past subjunctive) là hình thức chia động từ giống thì quá khứ đơn (Simple Past).
· Riêng động từ "to be" thì dùng "were" cho tất cả các ngôi.
Ex: If the weather weren’t bad, we would go swimming.
Có thể dùng "Would be V_ing" thay thế cho "Would + V_inf" để nhấn mạnh hành động đang diễn ra
Ex: If I were in school, I would be studying now. 
* Đảo ngữ câu điều kiện loại 2: Were + S +(not) + to_inf
Ex: If they offered you the job, would you accept?
→ Were they to offer you the job, would you accept?
