V. Anticipated problem
SS may be confused when completing the sentences in exercise 3 because they have difficulty in finding key words or understanding new expression like “in person”.
Solution: Teacher helps SS to define key words and explain the expression “in person” to SS before doing the exercise.

- T asks SS to look at exercise 5 and speak out the structure used in it. (T points out the words “too” and “either”)
- T asks SS the usage of “too” and “either”.
