Ex: He is a doctor.

To talk about something that happens regularly in the present

Ex: I play badminton every day.

To talk about something that is always true

Ex: The sun rises in the East and sets in the West.

Always; usually; often; sometimes; seldom; rarely; frequently; never,…

(-) S + am/ is/ are + V-ing + NOT + O
(?) Am/ Is/ Are + S + V-ing + O?

( Yes, S + am/ is/ are


No, S + am/ is/ are + NOT


	· To talk about activities at the moment of speaking
· Ex:
Please be quiet. They are studying.
· To talk about future plans or arrangements
· Ex: What are you going tomorrow?
· To talk about something which is changing, growing or developing

· Ex: 
The weather is getting hotter.


	Now, right now
At the moment = At present
Look!; Listen!; Keep silent!, …

PERIOD 2. MODEL VERBS: will/ won’t; should/ shouldn’t; must/ mustn’t
I. GRAMMAR
1. Definitions

· A modal is a type of auxiliary (helping) verb that is used to express: ability, possibility, permission or make requests, offers, advice.
Ex: Children must do their homework.

· They are followed directly by the infinitive of another verb (without 'to').
Ex: You should stop smoking.
(+) S + Model verbs + V-inf

(-) S + Model verbs + NOT + V-inf

(?) Model verbs + S + V-inf?

2. Lists of model verbs

a. Will/ won’t
Ex: 
· Will you open the door, please?

· John won’t be happy with the results of the exam.

· We don’t use “to” with will or won’t
b. Should/ shouldn’t
Ex: 

· Should I call a doctor?
· You shouldn’t stay up late. It's bad for you.
· We use should for things that are good to do and shouldn’t for things that are bad to do.

c. Must/ mustn’t
· We use must and mustn't to say that it is necessary (or not) to do something.
Ex: 

· You must not drive over the speed limit.
· I must eat much to gain my weight.
