II. Procedures.

A. Revision

(Conditional sentences)

   Thông thường, mỗi câu điều kiện có 2 mệnh đề: mệnh đề “if” (if-clause) và mệnh đề chính (main-clause). Cơ bản câu điều kiện được chia làm 3 loại: Type 1, Type 2 và Type 3. (vế bên phải của if bao giờ cũng là mệnh đề phụ)

 Type 0: (chỉ sự thật hiển nhiên)

	if-clause
	main-clause

	If + S1 + V(s/es) + O,
	S2 + V(s/es) + O


Example: If you put ice under the sun, it melts

Type 1: (có thể ở hiện tại, hoặc tương lai)

	if-clause
	main-clause

	If + S1 + V(s/es) + O,
	S2 + will/ shall + V(infinitive) + O


Example: If it is sunny, I’ll go fishing.

* Notice:

 a. Ngoài thì hiện tại đơn, chúng ta có thể dùng thì hiện tại tiếp diễn (present progressive) hoặc thì hiện tại hoàn thành (present perfect) trong mệnh đề if.

Example: - If you are waiting for the manager, He will be here in 15 minutes.

 - If you have finished your homework, you can go out.

 b. Chúng ta có thể dùng câu “mệnh lệnh- yêu cầu” với Imperative (mệnh lệnh) hoặc với “should” và “had better” trong mệnh đề chính.

Example: - If you need help, please let me know!

 - If you are tired, you should take a rest.

- If you know anything about the accident, you had better phone the police.

Example: - If I were you, I would go out.

                - I wouldn’t try to make her angry if I were you.

* Notice:

 Chúng ta có thể dùng (were + to + V(infinitive)) trong mệnh đề if để nhấn mạnh ý không thể xảy ra.

Example: - If I were to win one million dollars, I’d give up my job.

               (= If I won one million dollars, I’d give up my job)

Example:  - If he had studied hard, he might have passed the exam.

                 (But he didn’t study hard, so he didn’t pass the exam.)

  - If you had asked him, he could have helped you.

CÁCH ĐẢO NGỮ TRONG CÂU ĐIỀU KIỆN (Inversion)

  Chúng ta có thể dùng cách đảo động từ ra trước chủ ngữ (“đảo ngữ”= inversion) thay cho mệnh đề “if-clause” khi muốn nhấn mạnh, Cách đảo động từ có thể được dung với cả 3 loại câu điều kiện.

Example:  - Should you know anything about the murder, phone the police.

Example:  - Had I heard about his trouble, I would have come to help him.

                 (If he had heard about his trouble, I would have come to help him)

Words other than “if” (Các từ khác có thể thay cho “if”)

1.“Unless”: (trừ phi) chúng ta có thể dùng “unless” với ý nghĩa như “if not”.

Example:    - If I don’t work hard, I will fail the exam.

  ((Unless I work hard, I will fail the exam.)

  - If he doesn’t water these plants regularly, they will die.

  (( Unless he waters these plants regularly, they will die.)

2. Without (nếu không) = if ... not
   Example:     If you hadn’t helped me, I wouldn’t have finished my homework. 

( Without your help, I wouldn’t have finished my homework.

2. a\. In case of sth = If there is sth :  Nếu có cái gì

Eg: - In case of fire, ring this number =  If there is a fire, ring this number.

- Trong trường hợp có cháy, hãy gọi số này.

2. b\ In case : Phòng khi (Động từ sau in case dùng thời hiện tại đơn)

Eg:- I'll buy some more cakes in case there  are a lot of guests coming to my house tonight.( Tôi sẽ đi mua thêm một ít bánh phòng khi có nhiều khách đến vào tối nay.

3. “Even if” (thậm trí, mặc dù) đôi khi người ta dùng “even if” với ý nghĩa gần như “even though/ although”

Example:    - You must eat it even if you don’t like it

  (( You must eat it even though/ though you don’t like it)

   - He must leave tomorrow even if he isn’t ready.

   (( He must leave tomorrow even though/ although he isn’t ready.)

4. “Provided (that)/ providing (that)”: (miễn là) Nó được xem thay thế cho “if” khi người nói có ý nhấn mạnh sự hạn chế.

Example: 

   - You can borrow my bike provided / providing (that) you bring it back by 7.00 pm.   (( You can borrow my bike but you must bring it back by 7.00 pm.)

- You can camp here provided/ providing (that) you leave no mess (bẩn thỉu).

   (( You can camp here but you must not leave mess)

       Providing ( that)        =  If :     Miễn là, với điều kiện là, nếu...

       Provided  (that)

Eg : - If you promise to return my car early, I'll let you take it.

        -Nếu bạn hứa trả sớm, tớ sẽ cho bạn mượn xe.

 = As long as                 you promise to return my car early, I'll let you take it.

    Provided that

    ( Miễn là bạn hứa ...........tớ sẽ ................)

5. “As long as/ so long as”: (ngay khi/ khi) các từ này cũng có ý ‘miễn là” tương tự như “provided (that) / providing (that).

Example:   - You can use my phone as/ so long as you pay for your calls.

  (( You can use my phone but you must pay for your calls)

   - You are welcome to stay with us as/ so long as you share your expenses (phí tổn).

(( You are welcome to stay with us but you must share your expenses)

6. “Supposing/ suppose (that)” và “Imagine (that)” các từ này có thể được dùng thay thế cho “if” với ý nghĩa “giả sử như là…”

Example:   - Supposing/ suppose (that) you are wrong, what will you do?

                    (( If you are wrong, what will you do?)

- Imagine we lived on a desert island, what things would we really need?

(( If we lived on a desert island, what things would we really need?)

7. “But for + N” (nếu không có/ nếu không vì) trong 1 vài trường hợp, người ta có thể dùng “But for + N” để rút ngắn mệnh đề “if” loại 2 hoặc loại 3 với ý nghĩa “if it were not for” hoặc “if it hadn’t been for …”
Example:   -But for this foggy weather, we would be on the plane now.

(( If it were not for this foggy weather, we would be on the plane now

  -But for your help, I wouldn’t have succeeded.

  (( If it hadn’t been for your help, I wouldn’t have succeeded.)

8.1/“Otherwise” (nếu không thì) từ này được dùng thay thế cho 1 mệnh đề “if” và liên quan đến 1 ý tưởng đã nói trong câu trước. “Otherwise” = if it doesn’t happen/ if it didn’t happen/ if it hadn’t happened…

   - “Otherwise” Có thể dùng với câu loại 1,2 và 3

Eg 1 : - You should start at once; otherwise, you'll be late.

 - Anh nên bắt đầu ngay, nếu không anh sẽ bị muộn.

Eg 2 : - It is raining now; otherwise, I would go out.

           - Trời đang mưa, nếu không tôi sẽ đi chơi.

           - I had taken the short cut, otherwise, I might have been late.

          (( If I hadn’t taken the short cut, I might have been late.)

8.2/ Or (else) Nếu không

Dùng tương tự  như  Otherwise 
Eg : - Put the jacket on or (else) / otherwise  you'll catch a cold

- Mặc áo vào nếu không con sẽ bị lạnh đấy.  = If you don't put the jacket on, you'll catch a cold.

9. “If so/ if not…” (nếu thế, nếu không như thế) cách nói này thường được dùng sau dấu chấm và thay thế cho 1 ý tưởng đã nói đến trong câu trước.

   Example:


-There is a possibility that Jane refuses our offer. If so, we will have to find another person. 

10. Without (nếu không) = if ... not
   Example:     If you hadn’t helped me, I wouldn’t have finished my homework. 

                        ( Without your help, I wouldn’t have finished my homework.

11. As if/ as though: (như thể là)
-Dùng với thì hiện tại hoặc tương lai để diễn tả việc người nói có thể xảy ra ở hiện tại hoặc ở tương lai.

  Example: It looks as if it is going to rain

- Trái với sự thật ở hiện tại

   Example: He looked as if he saw a ghost.

- Trái với sự thật trong quá khứ.

   Example: He looked as if he had known everything.

II. Procedures

A. Revision

I.
Some/ any (một ít, một vài)

1. SOME: Some được đặt trước danh từ đếm được số nhiều (plural countable noun) hoặc danh từ không đếm được (uncountable noun) trong câu xác định.

Ex: I want some milk.

He saw some strangers in his house yesterday. My mother needs some eggs.

Đôi khi some được dùng trong câu hỏi (mời ai dùng thêm gì hoặc một đề nghị lịch sự)

Ex: Would you like some more coffee?

May I go out for some drink?

2. ANY: Any thường được đặt trước danh từ đếm được hoặc danh từ không đếm được trong câu phủ định hoặc nghi vấn.

Ex: Do you want any sugar?

She didn’t see any boys in her class. Does your sister need any eggs?

Lưu ý:

Các đại từ phiếm chỉ (something, anything, someone, anyone, somebody,...) cũng theo cách dùng trên. Ex: I don’t see anything on the table.

Is there anybody in your house now? I want to do something to help her.

II. Most/ Most of (phần lớn, đa số)

1.MOST: Most dùng trước danh từ đếm được số nhiều hoặc danh từ không đếm được.

Most là từ hạn định trong cấu trúc:

Ex: Most children are fond of sweets.

Most beautiful material is expensive. Most beer has been drunk.

Most students in my class like watching football.

2. MOST OF: Most of dùng trước cụm danh từ số ít hoặc số nhiều.

Ex: Most of these students are intelligent.

Most of her friends have well-paid jobs.

We spend most of our leisure time watching TV. He has finished most of the exercises in this book.

♦ Các cụm danh từ đứng sau most of thường xác định (phải có the, this, these, those,... hoặc các tính từ sở hữu my, his, her...)

Ex: Most boys and girls have given thought to their future job.

Most of the boys and girls in my class want to choose well-paid jobs.

III.
Much, Many, A great deal of, A large number of, A lot of, Lot of... (nhiều).

Ex: I don’t have much time for night clubs.

There are so many people here that I feel tired.

A large amount of air pollution comes from industry. She has got a great deal of homework today.

Did you spend much money on the beautiful cars? -Yes, I spent a lot of money on them. I want to have a lot of cars.

There’s plenty of milk in the fridge. There are plenty of eggs in the fridge.

I saw lots of flowers in the garden yesterday.

A large number of students in this school are good.

Lưu ý:

Khi trong câu xác định có các từ very, too, so, as thì phải dùng much hoặc many. Ex: There was so much traffic that it took me an hour to get home.

There are too many mistakes in your writing.

IV. Few, A Few, Little, A Little (ít, một ít, một vài)

1.Few/ A Few: dùng trước các danh từ đếm được số nhiều (plural countable nouns).

Few: rất ít, hầu như không có (ít hơn những gì bạn muốn hoặc mong đợi)

Ex: I don’t want to take the trip to Hue because I have few friends there.

They hardly find a job because there are few jobs.

A few: một vài (gần nghĩa với some)

Ex: You can see a few houses on the hill.

A few people left early.

There are a few empty seats here.

I recognized a few of the other guests.

2. Little/ A Little: dùng trước các danh từ không đếm được (uncountable nouns).

Little: rất ít (ít hơn những gì bạn muốn hoặc mong đợi)

Ex: There was little doubt in my mind. I have very little time for reading. I understood little of what he said.

A little: một ít, một chút (gần nghĩa với some) Ex: I need a little help to move these books.

It caused a little confusion.
