	I. WARM UP & INTRODUCTION (5 minutes)
Aim:  - To warm up the class and lead in the lesson. 
             - To set the context for the listening and reading part.

	* Greetings and chatting
* Mini game: KIM’S GAME 
- Ask students to work in 4 groups.
- Make sure if Ss know the rules. 
- Have students play the game.
- Check the answers as a class (crosscheck)
+ Teacher and students read aloud the festivals to check and congratulate the winner.
- Teacher asks students some questions about the festivals on the board and leads in the new lesson.

	II. PRESENTATION (12 minutes)
2. Aims: - To provide students with vocabulary.
     - To help students well-prepared for the listening and reading tasks.

	Task 1. Vocabulary teaching
- Teacher uses some techniques to elicit new words.
- Teacher encourages students to say out the words.
- Teacher asks students to repeat in chorus then indivdually. Ask Students to pay attention to the stress of the words.
- Teacher checks pronunciation.

- Teacher moves around, observes students, and encourages them to involve in the task.
- After 1 minute, teacher calls some students to give the answers and explain, teacher confirms the answers.

- Teacher asks students to practise reading the conversation in groups of three in 2 minutes.
- Teacher moves around to help and take notes pronunciation mistakes.
- After 2 minutes, teacher calls on some groups to read out. Other students listen and give comments.
